II. Roll call & Opening Remarks
Randi Madison, Communications Specialist, conducted a roll call.

III.  Policy Analyst Update (Rick Eichstaedt)
· Rick accepted position, Randi accepted position, Tribal Chairs and Policy Analyst will discuss the Grant Administrator position later today
· Opened bank account at Numerica Credit Union in process of setting up electronic deposits, Billy has a debit card. Received first transfer of funds from EPA grant on Tuesday Oct. 18. Finance people from EPA in Las Vegas have been very helpful.

IV.  Communications Specialist Update (Randi Madison)
· Setting up new website, and completing the transfer of information from Christy Finn, previous RTOC Communications Specialist.

· Expressed need for RTOC to initiate something in writing for tribal leaders/tribes to be united in protecting our sacred lands from corporate and government destruction ie: old Simplot sites on Shoshone-Bannock territory, the Dakota Access Pipeline in Standing Rock, Tetons, and more.
· Reported that the Affiliated Tribes of Northwest Indians (ATNI) is supporting Shoshone Bannock and all NW Tribes to hold corporations accountable for environmental clean up.
· Tribal Consultation (Elizabeth Sanchey, EWA RTOC)
· Consultation meeting happening Oct. 25 at the Tribal Center in Seattle re: Injunction denied at Standing Rock, reach out to tribes how the Federal Agencies can better serve tribes in consultation
· Includes the Joint Deportment of Justice (DOJ), Department of the Army, and the Department of the Interior (DOI)
· There will be future meetings in other states, wrapping up in a national conference call. 
· EPA or RTOC and on national level have ability to influence how this project is going, we should weigh in. (Aaron Miles, Idaho RTOC Alternate)
